I first became involved with IDEAL
just over three years ago when I was chairman
of Round Table One. Mei Lan Au, who I met
the previous year when I was Community
Service Chairman, was excited as a group of
parents and volunteers had formed IDEAL.
Mei Lan was eager to tell me all about the new
organization and wondered if Table One
would like to take part in any of the activities.
Mei Lan and Cecilia Li then came to a Table
One meeting to give a presentation and explain
why IDEAL had been formed and their
objectives that parents would take an active
role in management and members would not
only learn to integrate into society but would
also make a positive contribution.

Since then Table One has had a close
relationship with IDEAL and together we have
enjoyed many social functions; such as
Christmas parties and boat outings on the
Adventure Ship, the "HUMAN". The first
major project was the Library and Resource
Centre. Table One together with the help of
Table Three raised funds to sponsor this
Resource Centre which have been effectively
utilized at the regular Saturday afternoon
sessions at the Hong Kong Polytechnis.
Members divide into groups depending on their
age and learning ability, Tables have had the
opportunity of joining these sessions and seen
remarkable character development in IDEAL
members. What strikes me more than anything
is how happy and joyous these occasions are
with everyone willing to learn. Another striking
and pleasing feature is the dedication and
enthusiasm of the young volunteers, students or
recent graduates from the Occupational
Therapy Department of the Hong Kong
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Polytechnic. Hong Kong has a reputation for
being an uncaring society with money and
profit being the only motivation. These young
people, however, have clearly demonstrated
that Hong Kong does care!

The Hong Kong Polytechnic has been
most generous in providing a meeting place but
there are limitations and restrictions and now
that IDEAL has grown it is time to have a
place to call our own. Application has therefore
been made to the Housing Department for
premises at Fuk Lei Estate, Tsuen Wan.
Although the response from the Director of
Housing has been disappointing, we have now
written personally to the Governor, Chris
Patten, and 1 am sure he will help in
motivating  Government Departments to
allocate suitable premises. The rental for
Housing Department premises is subsidided by
Government but a proportion of the rent has to
be paid by the occupier and funds must,
therefore be raised.

The curreat Chairman of Round Table

One, Mark Coombes, proposed to Table that
all the money raised from the Table One
"Boxing Smoker" be donated towards the first
years rent of the new premise. This proposal
was unanimously agreed to by all Tables. Here
is a few words of explanation about the
"Boxing Smoker". This is the major fund
raising event of Round Table One and is held
annually at the Hilton Hotel. A boxing ring is
erected in the middle of the ballroom and after
dinner there are boxing bouts by either
members of the Army Garrison or the Hong
Kong Boxing Association. This year the
Boxing Association took part and the event

raised HK$100,000 from the sales of tickets

and raffle. This sum should go a long way

towards paying for the first years rent of the

new premises. I am confident that now IDEAL
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is established and a member of Council of
Social Service then, in the future, funds can be
obtained from other sources such as

Community Chest, Royal Hong Kong Jockey
Club and the Keswick Foundation.

One of the ideals of IDEAL is give and
take and the members should not only take out
of society but also put back into it. So, not
only does Table help IDEAL but IDEAL
helps Table and this we saw last year when
members of IDEAL helped Table with one of
the Round Table flag days raising a
considerable amount for chaity.  Another
objective of IDEAL, that members should fend
for themselves and not rely solely on help from
others, was achieved in the production of the
excellent Christmas cards designed by
members of IDEAL. I am optimistic about
the future and heartened that the Governor,
Chris Patten, has pledged his full support for
organizations such as ours.

Over the last few years I have made a
lot of friends in IDEAL amongst the parents,
volunteers and members and seen the parents
taking on more and more responsibilities. 1
would congratulate the Chairman Goretti
Cheuk on the management of IDEAL over the
last year as we look forward to a new and

challenging era.

Finally, Santa really enjoyed  the
IDEAL Christmas Party, especially the lovely
girls who helped him get ready and he can't
wait for the next party.
