For example, using the
Octopus card and travel with the public transport, practising origami, dancing ..., @
big applause to the parents, colleagues and volunteers, your efforts are essential!

There is progress in the performance of the kids in comparison with yesterday, last
week / month / season / year.

Though the difference may be just a little,
nevertheless, it is advancement!
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During those younger days searching for religious faith, the pastor lent me his book —
A Guide to Confident Living written by Norman Vincent Peale.  There is a chapter
in the book — Change Your Thoughts and You Change Everything. Rev Peale had
another masterpiece — The Power of Positive Thinking, in which he promoted the
importance of thinking positively. Putting religion aside, we all know the difference
between a half full glass and a half empty one. With the same fact, the aforesaid is
positive, active and optimistic whereas the latter is negative, passive and pessimistic.
Besides, we have that Chinese saying -- Appearance is determined by heart / mind;

Aged Individuals with Intellectual Disabilities, long line up of residential care services,
shortfall of services — especially the support to persons with mild intellectual

disabilities, there is still no solution.  The parents, colleagues are still bargaining

with SWD, trying to fight for services.

Do you remember that year, at the annual dinner gathering; in the course of
celebration, everybody sang the song — “Ask Me”? The lyrics sang “...May | live to
the end of my life, no matter how many storms / hardship that | have to come across,

I still can say -- | am Myself ...”

Blessings Are Self Pursued, Continue On and Build a Brighter Future

If years ago, one of the parents had not gone to the Governor’s House and delivered

the appeal letter, perhaps there would not be an IDEAL office at present. Actually,
somehow. we do not even have the choice of not voicing out. In many cases, the
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government and those politicians may see without looking; hear without listening!
What may the case be, if, from the beginning till the end, there are no pleading

voices? And, without asking, how can there be answers? This is universal!

May the parents, youth, kids, colleagues and volunteer friends be able to gather and
consolidate more powerful strengths in advocacy of rehab services! Radiate out the
positive strengths! VYes, indeed, radiate out, in a full dimension of 360 degrees!
Let it spread around and influence more people, accomplish even more tangible and
beautiful deeds and things. Maintain the former successes and build a brighter
future!  And sing along -- “... Answering in laughter, and say “ | am Myself ”...”
